The Y Usage

· 4th Graders and younger must be accompanied by an adult (18 yrs. and up) in the YMCA building.

· 5th & 6th Graders will be allowed in the YMCA building, but will only be allowed to participate in activities in the gym area when not accompanied by an adult.

· 7th & 8th Graders will have access to the gym and fitness area.

· 9th, 10th, 11th, & 12th Graders will have access to the gym, fitness area, therapeutic pool and the racquetball court.

Pool Area

· Pool area will be open during normal YMCA hours.

· Pool area will have no life guard on duty.

· To access the Pool Area a key must be obtained at the Front Desk. The key needs to be returned once you leave the Pool Area.

· 8th Grade and under may use the Pool Area only during predetermined time periods, but only if under the direct supervision of a parent or approved adult.

Racquetball Court

· Racquetball court is limited to one hour of use. Longer court use can be allowed during non-busy times with the approval of Supervisor on duty. 

· Racquetball courts can be reserved for use in 1/2 hour or hour increments. Reservations can only be made up to seven days in advance. You may only have two reservations in a seven day period.
